Celebrated choral conductor Paul Hillier is bringing his vocal ensemble, Theatre of Voices to the UK in January 2006 with a tour of Stockhausen’s quintessential ‘60s masterpiece Stimmung. 

Hillier, founding director of Theatre of Voices, revisits this work more than three decades after performing it himself with the group Sing Circle which became closely identified with it in the 1970s and ‘80s.  Written in 1968, a year of revolt and idealism, it is a definitive work of the era:  a darkened room, six singers, six microphones and the mesmerising sounds of overtone singing and the spoken voice make up the serene but highly charged aural landscape of this piece that is considered to be one of Stockhausen’s most accessible compositions.

IMPORTANT NOTE: 

Regrettably Paul Hiller/Theatre of Voices will not now be performing Stockhausen’s STIMMUNG at the ICA on 15 January 2006 as part of the UK tour because of an unresolved licensing issue at the ICA which temporarily restricts access to the Nash Room where this production was to take place. Unfortunately, it has not been possible to find another available venue at short notice.
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
